Discussion: Chief Waterman, Harmony Fire Department, stated that the chiefs from Harmony, West
Glocester and Chepachet met to discuss this proposal. Chief Watermen stated that the three fire
departmentsareall inthe sameboat with arequest for repeatersand to replace old portableradios. Chief
Waterman listed the amount being requested from each department of $65,284.17 from Harmony;
$61,739.00 from West Glocester; and, $ 63,960.20 from Chepachet for atotal request of $190,983.37.
Councilor Steere asked if the repeaters would need to be replaced with in five years or so. Chief
Waterman stated that the repeaters will be an upgrade to the current system but like all technology it
will haveto be replaced in the future. Chief \Waterman described that there are locations in town that
are geographic dead zones so the repeaters will help with communication in those areas . Councilor
Steere asked if the fire departments had plans for this proposal before the ARPA money. Chief stated
that there was a plan but it would be to ask the taxpayers for alarge sum of money and it would not be
fiscally responsible to do that. Councilor Laplante disclosed that he is the moderator for the Harmony
Fire Department and that he had been researching this topic. Councilor Laplante agrees that radios are
needed and, possibly, repeaters but he is concerned about the current radio system. Councilor
Laplante explained that his concern isthe current systemisnot asgood asit could be and hewould like
to have an assessment of the current system done. Councilor Laplante stated he would like to know if
the repeaters and radios would actually benefit the town on the current system. Councilor Laplante
suggested setting aside the money and maybe using a portion of it to upgrade the system if it is found
to be necessary. Chief Labutti described that part of the problem is the height limit on the Willie
Woodhead tower ; that the tower at Durfee Hill can’t be used because it needs repairs; and, that they
could possibly lease a spot on the tower at Jerimoth Hill. Chief Labutti stated that the repeaters would
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improvecoverageinthedensespotsintown. Councilor Arnold asked if thedepartmentswould still need
repeaters even if there was ataller tower. Chief Labutti stated that repeaters would still be needed
because there are just geographic dead spotsin town.
